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Just a brief example of How to make Pacenotes.





Some crews use a similar number system to the above, some like to reverse the number system to try and indicate which gear to use, but obviously they don’t have 9 speed gearboxes.





Print out the above chart, cut out and tape to your dashboard in your car.





Go to a quiet road and find a landmark to start from.





Ok, as we leave the Start, make a guess at the distance to the first bend or junction.





As an example say 300 (at this stage it does not matter whether you mean yards or metres) (the angle of the bend looks similar to Number R3 on the above chart) (as you exit the bend you need to assess the distance to the (maybe 200) next bend) (looks like L5)





When you encounter a junction or cross roads, look at the angle of the junction (say R4) from the chart above and use the term Turn R4 (this paints a picture of the junction for the driver)





So from the Start, 300 R3 200,    L5 400,   Turn R4 200,  L3 500,  and so on. It’s important to state either R or L before the bend number – Pause - then give the distance so as not to confuse the driver.





Please note that after the Start you are showing the distance to the first bend (R3) followed by the next distance, this is important because it helps the driver assess his exit speed off the bend.





Once you have pacenoted a section of road, return to the Start and check them out slowly, making adjustments to distances and bend numbers as you go, if need be.





That gives you a rough idea of how pacenotes are made and used, hopefully helping you to follow any in-car TV footage more easily.
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
